AEROSPEED WALL SETS
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Aerospeed 4 Wall Set



INSTRUCTIONS

1. Test Run
Practice attaching your side walls at home to ensure you understand the process.

2. Understanding the Conditions

While your Aerospeed Wall Set is designed to perform in most conditions, it is not designed to be used in
very stormy weather. During these conditions it is recommended that your Aerospeed Tent and Wall Set is
packed away to prevent damage.

3. Unpacking
When taking your side walls out for the first time, take a moment to see how they are packed or take a
photo on your phone. This will help you when it comes to packing away.
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4. Attaching

Attach each wall's zip tail to the zip located just inside the fly at the 'ZIP START' points (shown above &
image A). Simply zip the side walls from left to right (B), lifting the wall up to the zipper as you move along
for easy zipping. Once fitted, peg the wall in the middle to set the desired airflow (C).

5. Packing Down

You can keep your walls attached to your Aerospeed tent when packing down the tent, as long as there
is no moisture on the fabric. If you prefer to pack away the walls separately, remove the pegs and simply
unzip each wall to detach. Finally, fold to the size of the carry bag, roll and secure, then place back in the
carry bag.

CARE INSTRUCTIONS

1. Never pack your side walls away wet. If you must take your side walls down when wet, ensure that they
are dried completely as soon as possible to prevent mildew forming.

2. If mildew does form on your side walls, wash off with warm water and a soft brush to prevent further
growth. Do not use soap or detergents.

3. Do not leave your side walls or tent pitched unnecessarily for extended periods of time. UV light
damages the fly and will shorten the life of your side walls or tent.

UV Degradation

Tent fabrics can be weakened by prolonged exposure to sunlight. Under normal holiday use, your Zempire®
tent will give you many years of camping enjoyment. However, extended use in strong sunlight will cause
degradation. It is recommended that during periods of strong sunlight your Zempire® Roof Cover is used
to help protect from UV damage. UV degradation is not covered under warranty. The warranty does not
cover permanent sites, displays or commercial use.

2 Year Limited Warranty

Please take time to read about the protection we offer you.

All our products come with a guarantee designed to protect you as our valued customer. Zempire® Camping
Equipment will repair or replace this product, at their discretion, should it fail due to faulty materials or manufacture
for a period of 2 years from the date of purchase.

The Guarantee is subject to the following conditions:

1. The Guarantee only applies to an original purchaser who purchased this product in an unopened condition from
an approved retail outlet.

2. The Guarantee does not apply if the product has been used for anything other than reasonable personal use.
Commercial use (e.g. rental) or continuous use are expressly excluded.

3. Damage due to normal wear and tear, accident, acts of God, negligence (other than by Zempire® Camping
Equipment), failure by the purchaser to ensure instructions for setting up and care are observed, deterioration
due to abnormal exposure to ultraviolet light, damage from wind, insects, animals or mold/mildew, or any other
cause reasonably beyond the control of Zempire® Camping Equipment are not covered.

Fully set up the tent/shelter for cleaning.
Choose a sunny day for cleaning to
ensure the material will dry thoroughly.
Clean the tent/shelter thoroughly,
including the inside to be sure no food
etc is left inside to attract rodents etc.
Air the tent/shelter fully and ensure the
tent is totally dry before packing away.
Store in a well-ventilated dry place inside
the supplied carry bag.
